WODC – local development and planning meeting confirmed key updates on local housing and development and infrastructure plans that will impact village growth and community facilities.
         The new Section 18 regulations released recently, designated the site next to the train station for housing due to proximity to transport, despite its floodplain location as noted by the parish council on a previous meeting. This housing focus follows national guidance to increase homes near railways for better transport access. Concerns were raised about the flood risk, urging formal obligation via the public consultation.

        Infrastructure Levy (CIL) will start in January, generating funds for local services each time a home is built.

        County council reorganisation  - The government are expected to make a decision on this by June next year ( 2026)

OCC – The special Educational Needs and Disabilities services received a positive outcome from Ofsted       and CQC reflecting an improved local education support and another full inspection in due in 18 months with optimism for continued progress

        Kingham Primary School roof is now fixed and the kitchen is now open as usual – CHAIR THANKED Cllr Leffman for her assistance in the speedy resolution.

        Potholes on the Daylesford Road Cllr Leffman will look into a schedule for a proper repair
